PlaceStories Training Workshops


PlaceStories are a form of digital storytelling that brings the age-old tradition of oral history together with new technologies. 

PlaceStories are short, personal, multi-media productions that you make yourself, combining digital camera images, audio tracks and text, which may then be uploaded to a dedicated website and located on a Google map, thus allowing you to share your stories with the world.

Communities in Landscapes is providing a series of one-day PlaceStories Training Workshops in June and July. You simply bring along your USB with digital images you’ve selected that tell your project story and by the end of the day you’ve learned to generate your own digital PlaceStory.  You remain in control of who can view your story, you can update it and, if you want, enable it to go public on the internet.  

These workshops are being offered free of charge and the skills developed on the day may be applied to any story or project you wish to share. Once you have mastered this easy-to-use, free-to-download software, you can create and upload to the internet as many PlaceStories as you would like.
