From Binalong, take the Hughstonia Road (towards Boorowa) for 11 km and follow field day signs to the shearing shed where the walk will begin.

From Boorowa, take the Lachlan Valley Way (towards Yass) and turn right onto the Boorowa-Harden Road to cross the Boorowa River and then keep left, taking the Binalong Road to “Glenroy” which is approximately 18km from Boorowa on the right hand side (look for field day signs).
